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~+Most analysis of this process focus upon three facets:

first, the role of technological change - telecommunications,
computerization, conTaiﬂeﬁr‘izaﬁon, and air travel -- in
facilitating this process; secondly, the changing features of
the world order, which has seen the collapse and erosion of
the communist bloc and attempts to free up the global
regulatory environment, permiﬂing greater mobility of labour,
capital, and commodities; and finally, an increasing
“globalization” of information, labeled the "global cultural
bazaar" by Barnet and Cavanagh -- “the newest of global webs
and nearly the most universal in its reach. Film, television,
radio, music, magazines, T-shirts, games, toys and theme
parks are the media for disseminating global images”. -
