Through examining the process of urban reconstruction — the
choices made about who recovers which parts of cities for whose benefit. .. .. Sometimes
resilience is carefully cultivated by dominant public authorities seeking renewed legitimacy;
as other times an urban disaster servers as an occasion to demonstrate the resilience of
ordinary citizens, .... No two cities have recovered in precisely the same way, as a variety
of social, economic, and cultural factors determine the path and timing of the recovery

process. Resilience is always a function of political power.
